On March 11, 2020, Mayor Muriel Bowser issued the Declaration of Public Emergency: Coronavirus (COVID-19) 

and the Declaration of Public Health Emergency: Coronavirus (COVID-19) due to the imminent threat to the health, 

safety, and welfare of District residents posed by the spread of the coronavirus. These orders require that the 

Council of the District of Columbia adapt the methods by which public hearings on agency performance and 

oversight will be held to comply with social distancing, large public gathering, and other public health and safety 

requirements. Therefore, the Council will be conducting it's work remotely, including the use of teleconferencing 

platforms to hold public hearings.
